This assessment will take 1-1½ hours to complete and a detailed report will be prepared 
on the basis of this assessment.  The cost of this assessment is $395. 
 
Individual Tutoring. Weekly tutoring sessions of one-hour duration can be booked with Samantha.  
These sessions will be personalized to cater for the specific learning needs of your child. Weekly one 
hour sessions cost $80 per hour during school terms.  
 
Consultancy. A range of services can be arranged for schools and other educational institutions to gain 
further insight into the field of learning disabilities and learn new strategies to work with children with 
learning disabilities.  Consultancy rates are $210 for the first hour and $110 for each hour thereafter.
